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Religious Education
Jesus the teacher

In this topic the children will learn that Jesus was a teacher who came to show us how to live. They will explore Jesus’ early life and learn about his presentation in the Temple. The children will know that Jesus used parables in his teaching and reflect on the meaning of the Parable of the Sower and Unforgiving Servant.

Jesus, the Saviour

In this topic the children will learn that Jesus came from God to share our life so that we can share in the life of Jesus. They will reflect on how Jesus is like us and how he is like God. They will consider ways in which they can share in the life of Jesus. They will learn about the events of Holy Week, particularly Palm Sunday, Holy Thursday, Good Friday and Easter Sunday. 

Literacy

During Literacy lessons, the children will concentrate on the following:-

The children will be investigating what happens to words ending in ‘f’ when suffixes are added. They will explore and discuss the implications of words which imply gender, including the –ess suffix e.g. prince/princess. The children will also cover a range of suffixes that can be added to nouns and verbs to make adjectives 

e.g. .wash-able, hope-ful, road-worthy.

The children will revise work on adjectives, and use these with similes as a way of employing figurative language for descriptions.  They will also distinguish between uses of the apostrophe for contraction e.g. don’t, isn’t and possession Sarah’s doll.

This term the children will study stories about imagined worlds e.g. science fiction, fantasy and adventures.  They will also 
look at stories from other cultures, and study & write their own explanations.

Glossary of terms

Adjective: A describing word, normally used to decribe a noun.

e.g The shiny jewel.

Simile:  A way of describing something by comparison.

e.g The clouds were as fluffy as cotton wool.
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Numeracy

The new objectives for mathematics are organised in seven core strands. The strands are:

· using and applying mathematics 

· counting and understanding number 

· knowing and using number facts 

· calculating 

· understanding shape 

· measuring 

· handling data. 

The planning structure for Year 4 is organised into five blocks. Each block has incorporated into it objectives from the Using and applying mathematics strand. The blocks are: 

· Block A: Counting, partitioning and calculating 

· Block B: Securing number facts, understanding shape 

· Block C: Handling data and measures 

· Block D: Calculating, measuring and understanding shape 

· Block E: Securing number facts, relationships and calculating. 

Year 4 children will read, write and order numbers with four digits. They partition them into multiples of 1000, 100, 10 and 1. To recognise and interpret negative numbers on a number line and in practical contexts. They will count forwards and backwards in steps of equal sizes, starting from a positive or negative number. Children to multiply and divide numbers up to 1000 by 10 and then by 100. They extend their knowledge of multiplication and division facts to 10 × 10, and use this knowledge and their understanding of place value to begin to multiply and divide multiples of 10. 

To add and subtract pairs of two-digit numbers. Solve problems, including those involving money. Children solve puzzles involving addition and subtraction. They know, or can derive quickly, all addition and subtraction facts for each number to 20. They combine known facts with understanding of place value to add and subtract multiples of 10, 100 and 1000. Solve word problems involving numbers, money or measures. 

Extend their knowledge of 2-D and 3-D shapes. Use nets to create a 3-D shape. To pose a question and answer it by collecting data, and then organising, representing and interpreting it. Children choose and use appropriate instruments and units to measure and record lengths to the nearest half-centimetre, weights in grams and kilograms to the nearest half-division on the scales, and timings in seconds. Year 4 will organise their measurements by tabulating them. Learn the relationships between familiar units of measurement. 

Continue to add and subtract mentally pairs of two-digit whole numbers. Use the vocabulary associated with position, direction and movement. They recognise when lines are horizontal and vertical. Children to revise the relationship between hours, minutes and seconds. They read the time to the nearest minute on a 12-hour digital clock and on an analogue clock. Find information in timetables and calculate time intervals. Investigate patterns and relationships. Find fractions of shapes. Begin to recognise the equivalence between some fractions. Children to read, write and understand fraction notation. Using this knowledge they begin to identify pairs of fractions that total 1. 

Science
The topics this term are habitats and solids and liquids.
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Creative Curriculum

Year 4 will be researching Minibeasts at the beginning of the term and Easter towards the end. We will cover many literacy, science, geography, history, art, design technology, music and P.E objectives within this new creative curriculum.
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
