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Religious Education
We will consider how we all belong to God’s family and the Church family. How we value each other and care for each other. We will also study the sacrament of Baptism as our welcome into the church family and learn about how Jesus was presented in the temple. In the second half of the term the children will develop their knowledge and understanding of what it means to be a follower of Jesus. Learning how Jesus called his disciples, the fishermen, to follow him. They will learn about the parable of the Good Samaritan reflecting on its meaning. Later they will listen to the story of Jesus entering Jerusalem and think about how we can welcome him. They will learn that Jesus died on Good Friday and that God raised him from the dead on Easter Sunday.
Literacy
At home your child would benefit from being encouraged to write freely on a regular basis. This could include diary writing and short stories, letters, poems and rhymes. You could check your child’s work for description, interesting vocabulary, capital letters etc

Phonics, Spellings and Vocabulary 

The children will continue the spelling and reading of initial, final and medial letter sounds in simple words. The children will learn to spell words ending in;’ff’,’ll’,’ss’,’ck’,’ng’. Spellings will  be sent home to be learnt, which will consist of key words, tricky words,initial consonant clusters, e.g. bl’,’cr’,’tr’’str’ and final consonant clusters e.g.’nd’,’lp’,’st’. They will also learn the words and sounds according to their phonics level. 
Grammar and Punctuation 
The children will continue practising their reading with expression, and learn to predict text when reading familiar stories and poems. They will use capital letters and full stops so that their writing and reading makes sense. They will learn how to use capital letters for personal pronouns ‘I’ and for names.

Comprehension and Composition 

The children will be hearing fairy stories from a range of cultures, action rhymes and plays. They will retell stories in sequences, discussing characters to make 
a class book. The children will be introduced to non – fiction and to notice different features relating to these works. They will be taught how to use a simple dictionary and understand alphabetical order. They will be introduced to the purpose of contents pages and indexes in information books. 

In addition to this handwriting, reading with a teacher in groups and independently, speaking and listening, drama and extended/ creative writing will continue to form part of the English curriculum in Year 1. These are often taught through other foundation subjects during the week.
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Numeracy
The children will continue the common format for the structured daily mathematics lesson as the previous term.

Counting on or back from any number to 100, counting in tens, fives and twos  and generally ‘playing’ with the number system will develop the children’s knowledge and confidence.

Links will be made between counting objects, counting aloud and the numbers on a number line (the physical, the aural and the visual). Making these links is crucial to the children’s mathematical understanding. The children will also be learning about money, capacity, weight, 3D shapes and patterns. As well as using their mathematical skills to solve problems.
Science
This term we will be  looking at ‘Materials’. The children will explore, group and identify different materials. They will  be encouraged to begin to carry out simple investigations into their properties and make predictions.

During the second part of the term we will be exploring the topic of “Growing plants”. We will be identifying plants, investigating the different parts of plants 
and find out what plants need in order to grow successfully.
Creative Curriculum

This term we will be looking at the topics “Ancient Egyptians” and “Easter/New life – plants/Royal Jubilee”.

Ancient Egyptians
Through the different areas of the curriculum the children will be looking at the Ancient Egyptians. They will be looking at how we can find out about the past using a variety of sources. Placing Egypt on the map and looking at timelines to place this period in a historical context.  They will learn about the Ancient Egyptian way of life and record their findings in a variety of ways. They will use ICT to enhance their learning and develop their ICT skills. Using Art and DT skills they will represent what they have learnt in different ways.

Easter/New life-Plants/Royal Jubilee
Through the different areas of the curriculum the children will learn about how we celebrate Easter together at school, church and in our homes. The traditions of Easter and Lent will be explored and the children will demonstrate what they have learnt in different ways. They will look at the new life of plants in Spring and learn about the Royal Jubilee. 
Physical Education
The children will develop their games skills and co-ordination. Whilst focusing on dance and gymnastics; they will explore contrasting movements and use different parts of their body to make movements. They will create and repeat short dances and movement sequences inspired by a variety of stimuli.
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
